The Building Committee met on this date at 0930 do review and edit engineers preleminary blueprints.





Prior to he formal opening of the meeting, Chapter President, Emmett Craver passed out packages containing copies of applications and approvals of Tax Exemptions for information and planning.





President Craver also discussed informally the progress being made in obtaining grants.





Chairman Boyce Vardiman called the meeting to order at 0945.





President Craver outlined the physical setup of the parking lot in relation to the hanger.  It was noted that lot #9 has not been platted in mets and bounds, and we still do not have a plot plan.





Chairman Vardiman presented the Engineer's preleminary blueprints, and the committee discussed the layout of the floor plan to determine best deminsions and space utilization.  Committee made recommendations on physical layout of interior, and agreed the second floor over the kitchen would only be used for utilities for the forseeable future.





The Committee recommended that the heater/aircondioner units for the restrooms be mounted on an outside platform  ten feet up, on the west wall, over the handicapped parking space, to save space and provide a shelter for the parking space.





Dale Breedlove suggested that the committee give Chairman Vardiman authority to work out details with the engineer without approval of  the Committee.  Dan McKee moved this be adopted. Motion seconded and approved.





Chairman Vardiman will work out details with the engineer on layout of pantry, office, and storage.  He also proposed to investigate possibility of obtaining a demo system.





There being no further business, meeting was adjorned at 11:15.
